ISPA Full Certificate Challenges

Sail and Power
ISPA Certificate Challenge requirements:
Provide documented evidence of prerequisites (see minimum prerequisites).

Challenge Procedure.
1. Complete the workbook assessments (and where applicable chart work exercises) for the certificate to be challenged.

2. Complete the challenge exam with a pass mark of 90%.

3. On completion of both 1 and 2, demonstrate, to an ISPA instructor on a vessel, each practical standard requirement in the logbook for the certificate being challenged. (It must be clearly understood that the instructor is there for testing purposes only, and will not be expected to teach any part of the standard being tested).
Note:
1. Only one certificate may be challenged at a time.
2. One certificate may be challenged if taking part in the next higher level of course, but only if the requirements 1 and 2 above have been met prior to the commencement of the course.

Minimum prerequisites

Competent Crew
Minimum documented practical experience of 10 days, 200 miles, and living aboard as crew on a sailboat/powerboat in tidal waters.
Day Skipper

Minimum documented practical experience of 10 days, 200 miles, and living aboard as skipper on a sailboat/powerboat in tidal waters.
Coastal Navigation

Minimum of 10 days as navigator aboard a sailboat/powerboat in tidal waters.
Coastal Skipper

Minimum documented practical experience of 300 miles, 15 days, 8 night hours living aboard as skipper on a sailboat/powerboat in tidal waters. Standard First Aid plus CPR. VHF or GMDDS Radio.

Yachtmaster Offshore and Yachtmaster Ocean cannot be challenged

On successful completion of a challenge, the candidate is required to register with ISPA to be certified (see Registration procedure for the International Certificate Of Competency page 3).
